In all, 38 matches will be played across the men’s and women’s divisions at the 
National Championships in St. John’s, with the Final Matches played in 
succession on Monday 13 October at historic King George V Park 
 
All 38 matches as well as all booked training sessions will be scheduled at either 
the King George V Park (3 Carnell Dr, St. John's, NL A1A 1K5) or the Fortis 
Canada Games Complex (17 Westerland Rd, St. John's, NL A1B 3R7).

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Competition Fields 
Matches will be played on (artificial) soccer turf. King George V Park installed in 
2006 and Fortis Canada Games Complex installed in 2024, with dimensions of 
115M x 75M. 
 
Training Windows: one 60-min slot per team on 6 & 7 October at King George V 
Park. Additional requests coordinated via LOC (14-day notice required). 
 
Athletic Therapy / First Aid  
AEDs located on-site at King George V Park and Fortis Canada Games 
Complex and will be handled by medical staff. On-site athletic therapist at each 
field from one hour before kickoff through to the final whistle. 
 
Technical / Spectator Areas  
Only accredited staff and players are permitted in the technical area.  
 
It is important that Participating Clubs, their players and team staff respect the 
fields and facilities accordingly. Clubs are expected to keep their benches clean 
and tidy after each match or training session.

First-Aid services will be provided for all matches. Athletic therapy can be 
provided one hour prior to each match, although clubs must bring their own 
supplies for taping.

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AIRPORT ARRIVALS 
 
Teams will be met at the airport by a volunteer staff member and escorted to the 
Taxi and Bus pick-up area. Teams may be paired with another team arriving at a 
similar time. 
 
The Local Organising Committee will provide arrival and departure support at St. 
John’s International Airport (YYT). 

TRANSPORTATION ON MATCH DAYS 
 
All teams will be picked up from their hotel to ensure arrival at the competition 
fields between 60-90 minutes prior to the kick-off time. Travel time from the team 
hotel to the match field is approximately 10-15 minutes (detailed plans will be 
shared before the group phase).  
 
Depending on your location, the bus will LEAVE the hotel between 60-90 
minutes before your team’s start time. Teams should be at the designated 
location 10 minutes prior to their departure. Teams may be paired together when 
travelling to the match fields; so, the bus may have more than one stop between 
multiple hotels. 
 
Buses will be identified so that each team gets on the correct bus (look for a 
“team card” positioned near the front window of the bus). It is critical that teams 
board the correct team bus (please DO NOT board another team’s bus for any 
reason). After your match and cool down (or as per your pre-assigned departure 
time), please proceed to the pick-up area. As a kind reminder, your bus needs to 
maintain their schedule so that other teams are not left waiting. 

TRANSPORTATION PLAN 
 
City Wide Taxi and Bus Service will supply transportation. Transportation 
services are provided for the following:
